Desert Bag 

Use strong upholstery fabric … desert colours…

Or two pieces of thinner fabric sewn together 

approx 100x145cms…

…just a little bigger than the desert box to leave room for hems  

Double hem about to about10cms –   

But leave a good mitre opening at each corner …

Thread some thick upholstery cord through the side holes to create a drawstring bag. 

Add at least a good metre to the total perimeter to take in the loops
If you use really thick cord this should create some sides to the bag

Tie loose ends of cord together…

It helps to loop the cord in each corner…

Tidy up corner openings with hand stitching…

Fill with dry sand. 

Sometimes if the sand is damp you may have to employ hair dryers and electric blow heaters or even leaving the sand in a warm oven over night!!! Just hope nobody calls or phones and asks you what you’re doing!!! ( For Texans just leave it outside for five minutes!!!!!!)
Gather the four corner loops of cord to gather the bag together
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
